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Adobelite Gas Conversion  
 

 
Installation Instructions  
1. Begin by drilling hole through side 

of firebox using a ¾” masonry drill 
bit. Drill either on the left side or the 
right side. Position the drill bit 1 full 
brick from the edge of the firebox, 
and 1 full brick up from the base. 
Drill a level hole completely through 
the firebox parallel to the base 
bricks (See FIG. 1).   

 
2. Bring ½” black gas pipe into firebox 

through drilled hole. 
 

3. Using pipe compound attach ½” 
pipe - 3/8” flare fitting to black pipe.  

 
4. Next, place burn pan assembly in 

firebox and make final connection 
between gas supply line, and 
burner assembly using supplied 
aluminum line with 3/8” fittings. See

CERAMIC GAS LOG INSTALLATION  
 
  Lava Rock 
 Pour the supplied lava rock onto the bottom of the firebox. The lava rock should form an even layer across the base 

covering all the wires and tubing to the burn pan, but not the burn pan itself. 
 
 Burn Cloth 
 Tear the supplied burn cloth into dime sized pieces. Place the 

pieces all around the burner holes on top of the burner pan, but do 
not cover the burn holes. See FIG 3 at right. 

 
 Log Set-up 
 Refer to figures below for proper placement of logs 
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FIG 9: burn cloth 
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Lighting Instructions  
1. Turn valve knob to the pilot position. You should not smell any gas. If you smell gas turn wall 

valve off and call a qualified service technician. While holding a lit match to pilot assembly, fully 
depress knob, light pilot, and hold knob down for 1 full minute. If pilot does not stay lit when you 
release knob, repeat procedure. 

 
2. To turn unit on, manually turn valve knob counter clockwise. Turn slowly in small increments 

until burner pan ignites. Flame can be adjusted by turning knob in between the on and pilot 
positions. 

 
 
 This unit is NOT designed to operate with a glass door. If you purchased a glass door to  stop 

draft, REMOVE glass door before igniting burner pan , and only replace when burner pan is not lit.
